Bibliographical materials
Each partner should supply bibliographical materials and web-links for TULIP. These should be supplied using the format shown below and should take into account the following:

· Relevance – the material needs to reflect  the project focus i.e. Trade Unions, Universities and Work Based Lifelong Learning
· Currency – the material needs to reflect contemporary developments/ views/issues in the field

· Accessibility – materials should not be included if for example they are out of print or if they are in a language outside of the partnership language base (unless there is a good reason to do so)
