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In a first meeting at the University of Versailles (France), the international project “Trade Union and University Lifelong Learning in Partnership” took up its work. German contributing partners are the University of Oldenburg, the “Kooperationsstelle Hochschul-Gewerkschaften“ and the “Bildungsvereinigung Arbeit und Leben” in Oldenburg.  The project aims at analysing the exchange between trade unions and universities, as well as the transfer of knowledge in the world of work. Also, the cooperation between universities and trade unions regarding processes of lifelong learning are to be examined. In this context, the experience of the German “Kooperationsstellen” are to be taken into special consideration. 
The project has been designed for a period 18 months and will conclude with a convention in Romania. Furthermore, conferences are planned in Manchester (England) and Tallinn (Estonia). The European Union is subsidising 170.000 Euro into the project’s funding.
